THE AMAZING GEO RACE

Our Amazing Geo Race combines the thrill of the game with an emotional take
away creating a competitive/collaborative team-building adventure. The most
effective team-building experience are those that offer experiential learning, and
with our geo race, it's all hands-on.

We offer a fun and safe environment to break ground in exploring new
relationships and challenging old ways of thinking. Your people will test their
inter- and intra-team communications, sharpen their competitive edge while
nurturing their collaborative skills. And the learning doesn’t stop when you leave
the game course, because this fun and reflective experience offers learning
lessons that transfer back to school or workplace for lasting change.

GeoCaching Race Process

Participants set forth in small teams with a pre-programmed GPS unit containing
coordinates. Players follow these coordinates in order to seek out the locations of
a series of hidden Caches. In addition to GPS coordinates, players will also be
provided a set of physical clues to help them in their quest.

Teammates work together, combining problem solving with outdoor adventure to
achieve their goal of locating these hidden caches. Without realizing it, groups
will begin to implement, design and execute strategies that enable them to
complete our hidden team building initiatives, and return to the home base before
the other teams.

Points will be given for each Cache located in a specific
time allotted. Once the clock winds down, players must
make their way back to the home base with all the point
they have collected. All point cards are collected and
tallied.

The team with the most points at the end of therac e
will be considered the winner.

Types of Courses

Courses can be easily customized to meet the demands of the general public, as
well as those of individual groups.

Course Levels:

GeoCaching Course Level 1 — At a lower level of difficulty this course is
perfect for groups of first time adventurers, and is appropriate for all ages
and experience levels. Caches are hidden on easy terrain.

GeoCaching Course Level 2 — At an intermediate level of difficulty this
course is perfect for groups of all ages and adventure levels. Caches are
hidden on moderately challenging terrain-Perfect for people who have
succeeded at the Level 1 course.

GeoCaching Course Level 3 — At a high degree of difficulty this course is
perfect for those adventurers seeking an intense GeoCaching experience.
This level is by request only, and is recommended for experienced
individuals. Caches are hidden on somewhat difficult terrain, and may be
more difficult to locate than those caches for Level 1 or 2. Ideal for groups of
enthusiasts and may be arranged as a custom program in advance.

Groups will be led by a GeoChallenge Adventures Tec  h Lead.

The Tech Lead will serve as a referee and safety monitor for their respective
team. They will utilize hand-held radios to keep in communication with the Home
Base for safety purposes.

In addition, they will also monitor the teams, to make sure that all team members
stay within the group, as well as to ensure that participants abide by all the safety
and ethical rules set forth.
